Camp Okoboji was established in 1940 by
a group of people who had a vision for outdoor
ministry.  Presently, the camp is owned by the
members in good standing of the congregations of
lowa District West of The Lutheran Church Mis-
souri Synod. It is governed by a Board of Directors
who are elected each year by a delegate from each
congregation at the Camp’s annual meeting. The
annual meeting is held on the first Saturday after
Easter.

The ministry statement of Camp Okoboji is
“Teaching, Living, Sharing, Serving, Jesus
Christ, God’s Son, Our Savior.” It is the hope
and prayer of the staff that every activity that hap-
pens on Camp reflects this ministry statement. We
also want to assure parents that our camp is a safe
place to send their children. This then reflects our
vision statement of “Jesus at the Lake!”

Our youth camps are staffed by volunteer
staff and counselors. The staffs are made up of
pastors, DCE’s, teachers, and lay leaders who give
of their time and talents towards Christ centered
Bible studies and activities. Volunteer counselors
are typically former campers who have a passion
for Christian outdoor ministry and Camp Okoboji.
They are asked to fill out an application form which
includes references and they are encouraged to go
through our training before they counsel at our
camps.

We also have a shorter camping experi-
ences for families of young children called Kid's
Kamp which is held in June.
